Information Release

Information concerning students shall only be released in accordance with the
district’s policy on student education records and privacy (FGA). Information
concerning district employees, activities, and operations shall be released in
accordance with the district’s policy on employee speech (DEBF).

Violations

Employees that violate this policy may be subject to disciplinary action up to and
including termination of employment in accordance with district policy and when
applicable, the negotiated agreement.
